The study programme complied with the professional and education standards, legislation of the Republic of Latvia and with the requirements and standards of the European Union.

The accreditation materials and self-evaluation report was comprehensive, subject descriptions detailed, list of CV-s and additional material well prepared.  On a site visit: works of students were well displayed, experts questions properly answered, sense of democracy and openness was in the air.

The study programme matched the demands to create the common European education space, including the comparison with two study programmes from EU countries. Its obvious Academy has hired the best prominent artists and theoreticians available in Jurmala-Riga region. 

The principles of democracy among representatives of academic staff and students are followed. Cooperation with other higher education establishments, research institutions, international exchange of staff and students has improved during the recent years: Sokrates/Ersmus agreements with Oradea and Cluj Napoka Universities in Romania,  cooperation in the field of exhibition-change and plain-air activities with Mullsjo high/school and Kortebo Theological institute in Sweden, participation in several christian artists” associations and cooperation with  monasteries in Europe and Middle East region. 

Annual self-assessment of the study programme is carried on,  there are plans and possibilities for the development, even building a new premises, although Academy just renovated their existing work-space.

 Meeting with graduates  encourage us there is a market for their knowledge in Latvia, even status of so-called free-lancer is sometimes a solution, so several icon-painters told about the commissions, some new possibilities available.. not bad! Rigas town councils representatives list of  future projects  and opportunities including Academy students was encouraging. 
Weak points:

 1.More comprehensive and professional computer-based lay-out design course is needed to answer the demands of the students ( according to their own written comments about the teachers) and the world outside academy.

2. Fresco course should be turned into practical course, instead the now-existing theoretical line, to answer the challenges offered by contemporary clerical world – nobody teaches fresco painting on a proper level any more!

3. Not enough studio space for practical courses in painting and drawing, which even puts limits to the size of the art-works. Plastical anatomy and graphic art courses are taught out of Jurmala cause of lack of space.

4.Better course in history  and design of lettering and typography is still needed, as usage of proper calligraphy in contemporary icon-painting  is a must. 

Strong points:

1. Well- organized management of education and marketing of the Academy

2.Academy has a large library, rich of rarities which covers majority of theological topical issues.

3.Promoting christian values in the society, thus its a “pioneer” institution of its kind in the Baltic region.

4.All three major Christian Confessions (Churches) in Latvia recognize and support the program as serving them – so it’s a real goodwill project  standing for positive values  in  contemporary Latvia.

 Proposal:

MA level in the same academy on a theoretical line is available and used by some graduates, but why not to build a future MA level out of this Biblical Art BA course?  Although Academy of Arts MA level and other higher education institutions here in Latvia and abroad are open for the graduates, new perspectives with the opening of MA course will open for the BA graduates: more comprehensive and long-lasting courses in practical art subjects, opportunity to start career as higher education teacher, most of international exchange projects focus on MA level etc. 

Elective part in the study program should still be larger.

The recommendation  will be to accreditation of the Biblical Art course for 6 years.

Vizīte notika 9. un 10. novembrī Latvijas Kristīgajā akadēmijā, Jūrmalā. Iespaids par LKA palika atmiņā ar gaišu, mierīgu un demokrātisku vidi. Interjerā plaši izmantoti audzēkņu  mācību darbi un diplomdarbi, kas neapšaubāmi liecināja par pārdomātu un profesionālu to izpildijumu. Tie neviesa bažas par izrādīšanos, bet  atbilda sūtībai un kopējam garam, kas valda akadēmijā.

Tikšanās ar studentiem un beidzējiem apstiprināja domu, ka šeit mācās studenti pārliecības dēļ, tādi, kas meklē iespēju izteikt sevi mākslā un reliģijā. Manuprāt, lielisks darbs norit sava pasniedzēju bloka veidošanā, ka tiek ieguldīts jaunajos speciālistos, kas auguši un veidojušies no studentu vidus. 

Teorētisko priekšmetu bloks pārsvarā saistīts ar teoloģiju un mākslas vēsturi. Neesmu pārliecināts, ka šo priekšmetu sadalijums stingri pa gadiem (teoloģijas priekšmeti pirmajā gadā, mākslas vēstures priekšmeti otrajā gadā) ir pareizs, taču iespējams, tam ir objektīvi iemesli. Izceļams priekšmets ir „Mūsdienu mākslas aktuālie procesi“, kas veido vispusīgu studentu priekštatu par mākslu. Jo aktuālāk ir tas, ka jaunās tehnoloģijas, jaunie izpausmes veidi ienāk arī šajā, salīdzinoši konservatīvajā vidē. Un te atkal mēs sastopamies ar jautājumu par jaunajām tehnoloģijām, jaunajiem medijiem, par iespējām, kaut nedaudz, gūt priekštatu par tiem.

Šeit ir ielikti pārliecinoši pamati jauno cilvēku audzināšanai kulturālā un humānā vidē, to veidošanai par sabiedrībā nepieciešamiem un godājamiem tās dalībniekiem.
